REGULATIONS FOR BOARDS & NON-CLAIMANCY 18 CME COURSE FUNDING

Board Funding:
NMETC follows BUMEDINST 1500.18A. 

Regulations:

· Application must be received 6 weeks in advance to receive travel-related costs

· Applications arriving < 6 weeks in advance will only receive board fee reimbursement

· Exam must be an approved American Board of Medical Specialists

· NMETC will fund only 1st attempt at board exam, will only fund 2nd attempt if funding available at end of the fiscal year

· Re-certification examination funding is available for physicians with timed certificates

· Late fees not covered

Board Funding denied when:

· Applicant will be released from the Navy in less than 1 year

· Applicant has submitted request for retirement or Release from Active Duty

· Applicant has less than 1-year of obligated service remaining after the date of board exam

· Member has failed 1st attempt at exam (unless funding available at the end of the fiscal year)

· Application is received by NMETC<6 weeks prior to exam.  NMETC will only reimburse board fees only, not travel-related costs

Non-Claimancy 18 CME Course Funding:

NMETC follows BUMEDINST 4651.3A.

Regulations:

· Applicant must be assigned to a non-Claimancy 18 billetCourse must have at least 6 hours of CME credit per day

· Course must be CONUS, approval may be made on case-by-case basis for applicants that are currently serving OCONUS

· Funding for CME Course will be “all or none”, applicant may not agree to fund a portion of travel without reimbursement

· Course must not be greater than 7 days in length

· Applicant receives per diem rate only, regardless of location of CME course

· Rental cars are not authorized

· Course must support current scope of applicant’s medical practice

· Application must be received at least 6 weeks in advance

· Core day-time hours must be filled with educational activities (no skiing, golfing, sightseeing or hiking excursions during the day at the Navy’s expense)

· NMETC won’t provide per diem funding for days of conference not receiving CME credit (e.g. Navy applicant requests per diem funding when providing administrative assistance at a civilian conference.)

· Funding physicians who will be starting GME training is less of a priority, as CME funding is limited

· No reimbursement of USMLE exams

· Late fees not covered
