Happy Holidays!

Some of the questions we have been getting lately have led me to believe there are some students out there who don't know what annual training is all about. So I am going to go over the basics again for those of you who are still a bit confused. (Read your student handbook for more details, available for download at this site.)

 What is the difference between Annual Training and Officer Training?

Officer training refers to OIS (Officer Indoctrination School) which is a 4 week class held in Newport, RI to prepare Naval Officers (this means future Navy Doctors and Navy Dentists too!). Students attend OIS as an annual training for one year. This should be done either the summer before the student starts school or the summer after first or second year.

Annual Training (AT) is the period of 45 days of active duty, which every student must take ANNUALLY.

There are a variety of options available:

· OIS

· Clerkships done at military hospitals (third and fourth year students)

· School orders (you don't go anywhere, this time is supposed to be used to study for USMLE exam)

· Research or shipboard opportunity - if you have done OIS, you may elect to go this route.

Start thinking about what you would like to get out of your Navy experience, and it will not hurt to begin setting a few goals to accomplish while you are in our program.
