Greetings,

Today I am going to cover the area of uniform standards while on active duty (including clerkships). It has been brought to our attention by staff members at our clerkship sites, that some of our students are showing up for AT out of standards. This means either not wearing the uniform properly, or not being within weight standards. Did you know that even if you have not been to OIS, you are still considered a Naval Officer and it is therefore up to you to know how to wear a uniform properly, who to salute, what to do when you hear "colors" in the morning and you happen to be outside wearing your uniform, etc. In most cases, if you are out of weight standards when you check in, the command will put you on the remedial PT program, which means mandatory exercise with a group 3 + times a week. I doubt you want to start off your clerkship on that note!
