Thanks to everyone who has already responded to my request for AT dates in last week's message.   Some of you included questions for me in your response, but I have not had a chance to answer them all.  I apologize for not answering them yet, but I have been getting over 100 e-mails a day so there just hasn't been time to get to every one.  If I don't get back to you, please send a follow up message later reminding me of your question or issue.

Actually, in addition to obtaining the information from you that I need, this exercise has been a good way for me to make sure you are all making your AT plans correctly and legally.

A few of you found out that you CANNOT participate in OIS and a clerkship the same fiscal year (This fiscal year ends 30 September).

A few of you found out that you CANNOT overlap fiscal years in an AT (example: AT from 15 Sep-30 Oct)

If you attended OIS BEFORE your first year of school (last year), you do NOT get an AT this year. You should plan to get school orders in your SECOND year of school. 

If you are taking school orders and they are supposed to begin in April, May or later, they will not be approved in NROWS until April 1 due to funding availability.  Please DO NOT e-mail me wondering why your request has not yet been approved.

OIS UPDATE

I have obtained a few seats in the OIS class that runs from 24 MAY-25 JUNE.  If you are in a situation where you NEED to get to OIS this summer and absolutely cannot go to the JULY class due to school conflicts, please contact me as soon as possible.  It is often impossible to reschedule classes.  If you have a seat in the JUNE 7th class but could go in May instead, please contact me as well.  There are a few students with such a limited school schedule; they are really having a problem getting to OIS.  I would like to assist these people first if possible.
