Greetings,

Thanks to everyone who responded to my OIS query last week.  For your information, this is how the numbers look at the moment:

07 June class

75 seats for Medical Corps- 70 people plan to attend, and 38 have already requested orders. 

15 seats for Dental Corps- only 4 are planning to attend
28 June class

65 seats for Medical Corps- 31 people plan to attend, and 14 have already requested orders

20 seats for Dental Corps- 5 plan to attend
12 July class

65 seats for Medical Corps- only 4 people plan to attend and 0 have requested orders

15 seats for Dental Corp- 4 people are interested.

Many students are likely to request the 07 June class due to their school schedules.  If you are able to attend a later class, please consider doing this in order to be sure there will be room for everyone.

PLEASE NOTE:  Responding to my e-mail does not guarantee you a seat at OIS you will still need to request your orders using NOWS!!!

FOR DENTAL STUDENTS GRADUATING THIS YEAR:  You must request OIS through your detailer if you plan to go this summer.  Do not use NROWS, as the funding comes out of a different pot of money!!

A NOTE FROM Clerkship Coordinator:

On 29 December we mailed a package ("Scheduling Clerkships and Choosing an Internship) to the HPSP (Medical Corps) Class of 2005.  The package included a request that upon receipt each student e-mail the clerkship coordinator (Code OH4).  To date, the Coordinator has NOT heard from over 130 students:


a.  If you received the package and have not e-mailed the Coordinator, please do so immediately. 


b.  If you received the package and are not graduating in 2005, she also needs to know that.  


c.  If you are graduating from medical school in 2005 and DID NOT receive the package, please e-mail her and request a package; be sure to provide a current mailing address.

REIMBURSEMENT UPDATE:

Beginning in Fiscal Year 2005, the HPSP program will begin reimbursing students for the USMLE Clinical skills Assessment Step 2, Part B.  This means we will NOT reimburse students for this exam until OCTOBER 2004 (the start of Fiscal Year 2005).  If you plan to take it this summer, please do not submit a claim and expect reimbursement.   And, by the way, we will only reimburse for the exam ONCE.  If you fail the first time, YOU must pay to retake it.
