Greetings,

To all the new students: If you are receiving this e-mail, then I should have also sent you a welcome aboard e-mail with links to important reading material.  It is your responsibility to read your student handbook, my previous Fast Facts e-mails, as well as familiarizing yourself with our website. By the nature of many of the questions sent to OH recently, it is obvious that some of you have not bothered to read your homework before you send us your questions. Most of the answers are there. However, I will go ahead and address a few of the most frequently asked questions:

I just started school. When should I expect to see my stipend?

You should begin to receive it approximately 30 days after your school start date, and it is paid via direct deposit into your account on the 1st and 15th of the month.  So if you started school on August 7, you should not begin looking for the money until September 15th at the earliest. 

I have received a bill for my tuition and it is due on a certain date. When will the Navy pay it?

Schools impose a deadline by which they want their tuition money.  However, payment from the Navy is not always received by that date.  If they are aware that you are an HPSP student, then you should not be hassled for payment because they know that they will eventually be paid (and it is out of your hands). The Navy has until the END of the semester you are in to pay the bill. What you can do on your end is to make sure that the school is sending an invoice to us.  There are several entities involved in the tuition payment process so please be patient.

I just finished OIS. When should I expect to see my $400 uniform allowance?

You should receive the money automatically via direct deposit and there is NO papwork required on your part. We are working on getting everyone paid their entitlement at the moment, and we already know who has not yet received their money. There is no need to e-mail OH concerning this issue.
