NROWS UPDATE

When you are requesting a clerkship, remember that clerkships are 30 days in length. In order to be paid for 45 days of active duty, you will need to do 15 days of "school orders" at a reserve center in your local area. If you wish to perform the school orders portion BEFORE the clerkship start date, you will have to annotate that desire in the comments section of your NROWS request. Keep in mind that the address you put down is the address that our staff will use to find the reserve center closest to you. Therefore, DO NOT put your parents' address if your address is not close to them, or you will find yourself driving to the reserve center near your parents' house, not your house!

MEDICAL NEWS

Beginning with the new fiscal year (October 1) we would like you to start completing your annual certificate on BIRTH MONTH instead of the current system, which will make it easier for you to remember when it is time to get it done each year.
